1ST 
Dept. Pune / Mumbai for Bagdogra and Proceed to Gangtok and 
halt. (Evening visit to Mall Road) (125km) 

 

2nd 

 After breakfast head out for Tsomgo Lake (12,313 ft) - Tsomgo 

Lake, also known as Tsongmo Lake or Changu Lake, is a glacial 

lake in the East Sikkim of the Indian state of Sikkim, some 40 

kilometres from the capital Gangtok. And Baba Mandir- 

Major "Baba" Harbhajan Singh (August 3, 1941 – October 4, 1968) 

was an Indian army soldier who died in 1968 near the Nathu La in 

eastern Sikkim, India. He is revered by soldiers of the Indian army 

as the "Hero of Nathula" and the army men have also built 

a shrine in his honour. He has been accorded the status of saint by 

believers who refer to him as the Baba.  Evening spend in leisure 

and dinner at the hotel followed by overnight stay in Gangtok Hotel. 
 3rd After Breakfast Proceed to Lachung Arr. And Halt (118km) 

 

    4th 

After breakfast in the morning, we will proceed to Yumthang Valley 

which is also known as the Valley of Flowers (11800 Ft / 3598 Mts / 

25 Kms / 1 ½ hours one way). On the way back, we will visit the hot 

spring which is considered to have medicinal properties. Transfer to 

Lachen. Overnight stay on Lachen. 
 

5th 

A Today morning, after breakfast we will drive towards 

Gurudongmar Lake (17,000ft). Gurudongmar Lake is one of the 

highest situated lakes in North Sikkim. The altitude here is may 

cause breathing problem so be careful. Later drop to Gangtok. 

Overnight stay at Gangtok. 
 

6th 

Today early morning after breakfast check out from hotel, then 

proceed to Namchi Chardham Temple Namchi or Namtse is 

the capital  of the district of South Sikkim in  

the Indian state of Sikkim. The appellation Namchi means Sky 

(Nam) High (Chi) in Sikkimese.. Then transfer to Pelling Overnight 

stay in the hotel. 
 

7th 

After Breakfast check-out from the hotel and start for local 

sightseeing covering Glass Sky walk, Bird Sanctuary, Rabdentse 

Ruins and Pemayangtse Monastery. After sightseeing head towards 

Darjeeling. Overnight at Darjeeling 
 

8th 
Early morning 4:30 am sharp head for Sunrise and visit Tiger Hills 

(considered as one of the most beautiful sunrises in the world). On 
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the way back visit Batasia Loop (War Memorial), Old 

Monastery. Get back into the hotel for fresh up and after breakfast 

visit to Darjeeling Tea gardens, Japanese temple, Himalayan 

mountaineering institute (Thursday Close), Zoological Park, 

Tenzing Rock. Evening free for leisure.  Overnight stay in the hotel 
 

9th 
After Breakfast Dept. Darjeeling for Bagdogra Airport and Pickup 
Fight for Pune / Mumbai and Tour End.
